| was growing concerned that we might fall short on our apportioned share of conference budget responsi-
bilities for 2011. However, as outlined in another article, we were faithful.

To detail our apportionment, JM had the 11t highest share in the conference in 2011 for a total of
$98,589.00. Our District apportionment was $6,408.00. Apportionments are based on an average of the

three previous yearsodo expenditures with <certain
pension costs, and mission giving).

In addition to covering our basic conference benevolences, we remitted $7,009 to UMCOR for undesig-
nated needs. Further, we sent designated gifts to UMCOR as follows: $1,050 for Japan earthquake and tsu-
nami relief, $3,236.50 for domestic spring storm relief, $725 for Horn of Africa famine relief, $858 for
Global HIV/AIDS, and $110 for Nothing but Nets.

Other gifts for United Methodist purposes sent through the conference treasurer included: $865 for
Gol den Cross which supports our conference Heal't
Home and adoption services; $155 for Ebenezer Community Outreach Center; $275 to The House of the
Carpenter, a mission project in Wheeling; $943 for Day of Remembrance supporting retired clergy and pas-
tors serving in disadvantaged parts of the world who have no pension or health care support; $844 for
United Methodist Student Day supporting UM scholarships; $688.75 for Human Relations Day offering;
$252 for Native American Awareness Sunday; $1,764 for One Great Hour of Sharing which supports UM-
COROGs administrative costs; $1,137.43 for Christi
day; $135 for Africa University; $435 for Peace with Justice Sunday; and $72 for Upshur Parish House, a
mission project in Buckhannon.

Our total remittances to the conference treasurer for all purposes in 2011 were $126,530.68. This does not
include other missional giving made directly to United Methodist organizations, to The United Methodist
Foundation of WV, Inc., or non-United Methodist agencies such as City Mission, Habitat for Humanity, or
Aqueous Solutions.

We can be rightly proud of our loving reach beyond our own walls and comforts in mission in the world. |
do not offer this as an arrogance or a boast; rather, we can take delight in what we, in the hands of God,
have done.
